Notice for the Dispersal of Groups 
and Removal of Persons Under the

The local Police and the Local Authority have both agreed that there are grounds to believe that 
members of the public have been intimidated, harassed, alarmed or distressed as a result of the 
presence or behaviour of groups of two or more persons and that anti-social behaviour is a significant 
and persistent problem in the below affected area. 
 
Relevant Locality (affected area) 
 
This authorisation will cover the areas within the district of Bedgrove, Aylesbury in Buckinghamshire. 
The boundary for this designated area consists of the A413 Wendover Road, Junction with 
Cambourne Avenue to Wendover Way incorporating King Edward Avenue to A41 Tring Road. The 
area also incorporates Shakespeare Way, Shaw Close, Olivier Way, across Oakfield Road to 
Broughton Avenue to Richmond Road, to the Tring Road and the roundabout junction with Bedgrove 
Road. This boundary extends to also incorporate Elm Farm Road and the estate in Bedgrove including  
the Bedgrove Pavilion and Park and also incorporates Welbeck Avenue, Ingram Avenue, Ambleside 
and Langdon Avenue. As defined in green on the attached map.  
 
I,   Nicola Ross,  Superintendent, Thames Valley Police with the consent of  Aylesbury Vale District 
Council being the relevant Local Authority, hereby authorise uniformed Constables to disperse groups 
as defined under Part 4 of the Anti-social Behaviour Act 2003 from the above area during the relevant 
period detailed below: 
 
Relevant Period  from 1700 – 0600 hours daily  
 
From (time)  1200 hrs (24 hour clock)  on (date)  21st FEBRUARY (year) 2005 
 
To     (time)  1200 hrs (24 hour clock)  on (date)          21 ST AUGUST (year) 2005 
 
Directions 
 
During the times and dates specified above a Constable may give one or more of the following 
directions: 
 
l Tell people in the group to disperse  (either immediately or by a stated time and in a stated 

way). 
 
l Tell people who don’t live in the area to leave the area  (either immediately or by a stated time 

and in a stated way). 
 
l Tell people who don’t live in the area not to return to the area  or any part of it for such period 

(not exceeding 24 hours) from when the direction was given, as he / she may specify. 
 
If you are under 16  you are not allowed to be here between the hours of 9pm and 6am unless you 
are under the effective control of a parent or responsible person over the age of 18. 
 
You may be removed to your home or place of safety if more appropriate. 
 
TAKE NOTE: 
 
To remain or return to this area having been told to leave is an offence under Section 32 of the Anti-
social Behaviour Act 2003, punishable by 3 months imprisonment and / or a fine not exceeding £2500. 
 
A notice will be displayed in the affected area announcing the end of the authority when it no longer 
applies.
